The capital archeologic research projects
conducted in Skupi, in the Roman Theatre (2013
- 2016), (Tonescku 2017, 321- 366) fig. 1 and at the
Skopje Fortress (2007-2013), (Mutpescku 2016) fig. 2
led to the discovery of thousands of moveable finds,
among which, many rare and unexpected artifacts
were found.

Having gained insight into the materials,
some of which has already been published, this pa-
per concerns a preliminary review of two fragments
of ceramic vessels from the abovementioned sites,
on the surface of which, the symbol of the Star of
David is shown - the Shield or the Seal of Solomon,
fig.1,5.

The Skupi exhibit has been discovered in the
medieval settlement erected on the ruins of the Ro-
man theatre, dated somewhere between the end
of the 9™ and the 10* century, whereas the exhibit
from the Skopje Fortress may be connected with the
layer dated since the end of the 15"-16" century,
which is the early period since the arrival of the Se-
phardi Jews in these areas (MatkoBcku, A. 1982, 13).

The origins, the five-century difference in
dating, as well as the unusual stories implied by
the presence of these finds in the Skopje area are
a conundrum that is on the verge of being open for
further in-depth study.

It is quite probable that the exhibits from
Skupi and the Skopje Fortress do not belong to the
period of Antiquity, when the existence of a Jewish
community in Stobi has been confirmed, which is

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especially noticeable in the Roman imperial period.
The discovered synagogue in Stobi was also func-
tional at the time, but afterwards, this population
started to move away gradually and was no longer
mentioned among the epigraph and archeological
materials (butpakoBa - I'po3manoBa 1994, 294, 295,
cn. 1-7; Murymuuk 2011, 501-519, c. 1-11). Other than
the synagogue, this was a city where many palaces
with well-known names of rich Jewish families were
preserved, as well as donor inscriptions, vignettes,
representations of menorah on wall mortar, of
a seal and of a lamp from the I century A.D. etc.
(Murymunk 2011, 502, 505, 506, 508-512, 518). Other
symbols of Judaism have been pointed out on the
mosaic pavement, among which are the friezes with
six-pointed stars.

These are interpreted as stylised Hebrew
signs - i.e. as representations of the Star of David or
the Shield (burpakoBa - I'po3ganoBa 1994, 294, ci.
3,n.10).

Going back to the medieval examples from
the area of Skopje where the Star of David or Solo-
mon’s Seal are quite clearly shown, we may say that
this sign is the common denominator of the Old
Testament and a symbol of Judaism with manifold
additional interpretations.

Example I Finding from Skupi fig. 1

The excavations in the layers above the demol-
ished Roman Theatre in Skupi, above the stratum
with monuments of the late Antiquity in the area
of the orchestra revealed two exceptional medieval
sites (OnueBcka TomopoBcka fig. 8-18). These are the
following: the small rural settlement and to the east
of it (partially on top of it), near the radial space of
the auditorium, remnants of a ealy medieval necrop-
olis, where 86 individuals have been preserved in 73
tombs (Ky3manoBcku 2017, 367-418). Fig. 4

The settlement was a nucleated hamlet con-
sisted of 21 buildings, identified as little cabins and
semi-mud houses fig. 2, 3. The foundations of these
houses are composed of mounds made of antique
debris. What is preserved are the wooden logs of
the corners carrying the above-the-ground sections

and the thatched roofs. Their surface amounted to
about 10-15 m%

The numismatic finds are the most exact
chronological benchmark for dating of these settle-
ment complexes. The oldest one is the coin of Leo
VI (886-912), then comes the one of Nikephoros II
Phokas (963-969), the anonymous follis of the se-
ries minted after 976 and the silver example from
Basil II and Constantine VIII dated conclusively
with 985 A.D. (ToneBcku 2017, 238). According to
the researcher I. Tolevski, this is a settlement with
basically Slavic features, but probably, other etnic
communitites were also present there. Stages of
violent demolition, as well as setting fire have been
remarked, as the result of the tumultuous history.

In the period since the last decades of the 9
and the first decades of the 10" century, the process
of mass Christianisation was going on in these ar-
eas, as well as the missions of Ss Clement and Naum
of Ohrid, which were of course held in the domicile,
Slavic language. Namely, this is testified by the nu-
merous finds with Christian features, especially the
crosses, to some extent even the jewelry, as well as
the ceramics (Tonescku 2017, T. VI 1-9; T. III, 9; T.
VII, 1, 4, 5, 10).

The fragments of ceramic vessels are among
the most common finds. What is surprising is the
fact that dozens of imprints of the static part of the
potter’s wheel have been discovered on the bottom
of the vessels, which was a symbol that marked
the membership of the workshop, or of the crafts-
men and/or of their beliefs. However, this number
is quite large here and it does not really give away
the actual ceramic production in the surrounding
region.

It is quite interesting that other than the
imprints on the bottom, two fragments with pre-
served Glagolitic inscriptions have been discovered
and these were inscribied on the exterior of the
ceramic vessels. One of them has been addition-
ally etched on an older pot fragment, whereas the
other one, which is composed of two lines and is
also fragmented is written with a sharp object in
Glagolitic letters in the area above the bottom, but
it was written before the firing of the vessel. The

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first one was found below the entry into House 1,
whereas the other was found beneath the ashes
of the Big spherical furnace no. 4 located between
the cabins, which was commononly used by the in-
habitants (Jakumoscku and Tonescku 2016, 179-197;
Tonescku and JakomoBcku 2017, 357, 358). The place
of finding of the fragments with Glagolitic inscrip-
tions and their partial interpretation opens up the
questions concerning the prophylactic role of the
“inscriptions”. However, in this case, this matches
the Slavic beliefs parallel to the Roman beliefs in
the Manes of the holiness of the doorstep and the
hearth and their connection with the cult of the an-
cestors (Manesa 2017, 335, 336, c1. 15a0).

Among the imprints engraved at the bottom,
the Christian, crosslike symbols are dominant, but
there are other, still unidentified symbols, as well.
The unknown context of discovery represents yet
another obstacle for their definition (ToneBcku
2017, T. VII).

The Hebrew Seal imprinted on the bottom of
one of the ceramic fragments is doubtlessly one of
the most cryptic finds of the medieval settlement
above the Roman Theatre in Skupi.

The representation of the Star of David - the
Shield, in the centre of which is represented the let-
ter Koff or quf (q) of the Hebrew alphabet, leaves no
doubt as to its belonging. Fig. 1. On the other hand,

cerning the meaning of the seals in ceramic vessels.

Apart from the mentioned features of the
signature of the workshops or the craftsmen, these
also marked the beliefs, or played a prophylactic
role in the manufacturing. The addition of a letter
as a written mark or an initial, but also as a nu-
merical figure (in this case - 100, with all the hid-
den, additional, gematric interpretations) opens up
even more the room for interpretation of this phe-
nomenon. This letter may be connected to certain
elements or features of the Hebrew, monotheistic
beliefs, which are to be considered in a separate, in-
depth study.

According to the field documents, the sample
of Skupi was discovered in the “settlement layer of
the 9"-10" century“, namely, in the “area of House
5“ (TomeBcku 2017, 340-341, cn. 4,5,7,8; T.11, 4, 5, 8,
12-14). Fig. 2, 3 The vessel to which this bottom with
an imprint of the lower, static postament of the pot-
ter's wheel belongs, was made of nicely cleaned and
well fired clay with the colour of ochre. The seal was
made quite deftly and the total quality differs from
the remaining ceramic production of the site.

Judging by the features, this fragment is close
to the ceramic specifics of the Black Sea coastal
workshops dating from the 9"-10" century. Namely,
it is well known that during this period, Judaism

was being spread through the large, once Byzan-
tine, and afterwards Khazar fortification - the city
of Chersonesus and the Crimean area.

M.I. Artamonov, who is an expert in this top-
ic, states a fact from the writings of Fihrist by Ibn
al-Nadim dated circa 987 A.D, where it is stated that
some of the Khazars were already using the Jewish
alphabet at the time (ApramoHoB 1962, 261-282, 00p.
p. 277, 06p. p. 303, 269, n. 22).

The complex historic and religious situation
of the 9"-10" century with an intense missionary
activity of the three world religions (Judaism, Chris-
tianity and Islam, as well as with the preserved
relics of Pagan beliefs), the complexity of the field
state of affairs and of the archeological remnants
on the demolished theatre from Skupi, as well as
the possible, unclarified relations with the neigh-
bouring, medieval necropolis with unusual burial
rites (which are pagan, quite frequently, but there
are also Shamanic, Nomadic customs) unknown in
these areas are the segments that are yet to be ana-
lysed (Kysmanocku 2017, 367-418, [Inau I, 11, cn. 3-7;

theatre in Skupi. Fig. 1, 2, 3

The manner of manufacturing of the ves-
sel from Skupi, including the seal with the Star of
David with a letter imprinted in the centre on the
bottom, speaks of the erudition and the approach of
the creator. It is not impossible that this vessel was
primarily used for cult purposes. However, it was
part of a more exclusive production.

Example II - Finding from the Skopje Fortress Fig. 5

In the course of the systematic excavations
on the Kale fortress (2007-2013), under the guidance
of D. Mitrevski (to whom I would like to express my
gratitude concerning the insight into the discovered
materials and the given permission to publish a
large part of them), many significant, unmoveable
items, as well as thousands of moveable finds have
been researched (MutpeBcku 2007; Idem., 2016).

A vessel with a symbol of Judaism was sin-
gled out in the course of processing of the ceramic
material, especially of the more luxurious, medi-

This is a jug with a lengthened, remarkable neck
that extends into the upper part with a biconic re-
cipient and one (broken) handle. According to the
overall appearance, morphology and especially,
according to the manner of manufacture, this is a
product of a good-quality workshop, which belongs
to the group of more luxurious, ceramic products of
the Kale fortress.

It is made of purified clay, hard fired, of grey
colour, the walls of the vessel are relatively thin,
non-porous, especially due to the surface which is
additionally smoothened out so the grey colour got
almost a metalic blaze. Fig. 5. It seems that the in-
spiration came from a toreutic (silver?) vessel. This,
in itself, points out to the fact that this vessel was
not intended for everyday use, but was rather used
for more solemn, prophane purposes, not excluding
the rituals.

Many variants of pitchers, jugs, cups, ibrik jugs
and similar vessels for transport, storage or pouring
of liquids with the stated characteristics of the clay,
printing, the colour and the metallic blaze have been
found among the city ceramics from Belgrade dated
in the 16%-17" century (Biki¢ 2003, 47-58, 65-67).

However, what makes the Skopje fortress jug
unique is the secondary, unskilled engraving of the
Star of the David in the part below the handle. Fig.
5. It seems that this find may be connected to the ar-
rival of the Sephardi Jews who were intensely mov-
ing in these areas from Spain and Portugal in 1492
and 1495. These years may be treated as terminus
post quem in the dating to which the 16™-17 century
analogies are added as a terminus ante quem (Bikic¢
2003, 47-58, 65-67).

The carved ideogram reveals the belonging
to the Jewish community, and at the same time, it
means that this symbol provides prophilaxis of the
content, which marks the owner, at the same time
not excluding the possibility that this was a “ritual”
artefact. Its presence implies the existence of a Jew-
ish, cult image in the surrounding area.

The Star of David or the Shield (Magen David)
which was named in the medieval period as the Seal
of Solomon, is one of the most significant symbols

In terms of some of its pictographic-decora-
tional, as well as with its basic prophylactic mean-
ings, this sign can be interpreted as both part of the
Christian and of the Muslim culture (Petrovic 2003,
362, T. 19th).

This ideogram is the reflection of the Jewish
beliefs with their deeply rooted monotheism and
manifold symbolics. Its complexity is an embodi-
ment of: the profilaxis, the solidity and harmony of
the Universe, the alchemic, numeric and esotheri-
cal marks shown through the two intersecting tri-
angles.

The written sign composed of letters and
numbers in the centre of the imprint of the ceramic
fragment from Skupi revelas that this comprehen-
sive, cosmic ideogram is not a matter of change.
Fig. 1 It expresses the narrative of the religious or
“programme” conception of an important thinker
and connoisseur of Judaism. Thus, the surmised ce-
ramic vessel of the medieval settlement from Skupi
(9*-10* century) comes close to the cult vessels pro-
duced by someone who was aware of the primary
significance of the stated symbol and of the initial
shown inside. Fig. 1

This sign named as the Seal of Solomon,
carved in a previously manufactured ceramic jug
of good quality - imitation of a metal vessel from
the Skopje Fortress in the stratum from the end of
the 15%-16™ century, actually symbolised the deep
wisdom of the King Solomon. By turning it into a
ritual vessel, it was supposed to symbolise the com-
prehensiveness of the carved symbol with the se-
crets of the entire space and time and of the cosmic
stratigraphy, with the reciprocity of the male and
the female principle and the mysteries of creation.

The moving approach and the inspiration
in the process of carving of the Star of David can
be sensed through the flickering line carved in the
solid ceramic foundation. Fig. 5

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to conduct preliminary publishing of the most re-
cent, and of course, the most attention-worthy ar-
cheological research in these areas, this paper is a
terse initiation of the issue of Jewish presence in the
Skopje regin: in Skupi and in the Skopje Fortress in
the medieval period.

In itself, this topic opens up many issues
that are not clarified and present food for thought
and provoke further research that, along with the
historic sources, would create a clearer picture of
these complex matters. Namely, it is well known
that there are differing opinions of the Jewish pres-
ence on the Balkans and in Macedonia which are
the result of the preserved written data. The thesis
claiming that ever since the 6" century BC, there
were Jews on the Balkans, brought here by the
Phoenicians, is mentioned. Afterwards, after the
conquering of the armies of Alexandre the Great,
in 332 B.C., the Jews came to the newly conquered
areas as his supporters.

According to the historiographer Joseph Fla-
vius, they were coming to the Balkans and in Mac-
edonia ever more intensely. When King Perseus lost
Thessaloniki, Stobi and the other cities in the Third
Macedonian war (170-168 B.C.), the Romans found
many members of the Jewish community in those
cities (MaTroBcku 1952, 7-90).

During the Roman imperial period, the treat-
ment of certain emperors towards the Jews was
changing visibly.

During the Byzantine rule, especially during
the rule of Alexios I Komnenos (1081-1118), the posi-
tion of this people was more favourable. The terror
from the Crusaders was remarkable, as well as the
refugee crisis that directed this community from
Western Europe towards the Byzantine territories
(MaTtroBcku 1952, 10, 11).

The historic sources of the Middle Ages (11t-
14) mention the significant economic and cultural
contributions of the subjects to this people, as well
as the names of prominent intelectuals and owners
originating from Macedonia.

The number of the Jewish citizens emigrating
from Western Europe was increased during the 13®-
14t century. In Chrysobull of Treskavets from the
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HOT off MapT 1943 roguHa, Kora ce JIelIOpTUPaHU BO

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era of Tzar Dusan, certain Jewish agriculturers are
mentioned, and at the same time, certain toponyms
from the Prilep Panagiriste are remarked, such as:
Dol Evrejski (Jewish Ravine) and Reciste Evrejsko - of
the Jews (babuk 1986, 238, 240, n. 280, 281, ci1. 34).

The Jewish presence in Macedonia was vis-
ibly increased under the Ottoman conquests, es-
pecially during the expulsion of Jews from Spain
and Portugal ordered by the Inquisition at the end
of the 15" century. Thus, the Sephardi Jews and
their ladino language and culture have left indelible
traces in the economy, culture and customs in Mac-
edonia, and especially in the cities of Bitola, Skopje
and the town of Stip, until the Expulsion of March
1943, when they were deported to the death camps,
with a minor percentage of survivors (Espeuitie og
Maxkegonuja u Xonokaycuioui, 2011, pp. 1-730).

The breviarium of the Jewish presence in our
areas is mostly based on historical data.

The archeological research will, of course,
enrich the knowledge of their collective peregrina-
tion, moving, expulsions, culture...

That is why, the two slight, yet extremely sig-
nificant archaeological finds from the Middle Ages
from Skupi and the Skopje Fortress sound largely
like a “revelation”. Albeit spacially and especially
temporally distant, not associated with a more
precise chronological context and locus, hidden be-
neath the earth layers, although silent, they are still
strong arguments that tell the story of the endless
wanderings and suffering of the Jewish people. They
are a part of the indelible traces of the milenia-long,
spiritual and civilisation heritage, part of the roads
and the hopelessness of the Jewish community start-
ing with the Biblical times, through their presence
in Macedonia from the earliest until the Roman im-
perial Antiquity, from the Middle Ages through the
centuries that follow, until our modern era.

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The immediate reason behing this review
are the memories and the due respect towards
my grandfather Bogoja Siljanovski, protegee of my
grandmother Vasilika Siljanovska and my grandfa-
ther Spiro Angelov - Mavro from Bitola. Yad Vashem
declared him a Tsaduke H’aolam (a just Person
among the people) due to his courage and due to the
fact that, in spite of his personal tragedies and dis-
ability, he risked his life once again by saving five
Jewish girsl from the Exodus in March of 1943. He
was therefore imprisoned and sentenced to death,
but was luckily set free in 1944 (Komonomoc 2011,
481, 486, 492, n. 2).

While I was a child, on a daily basis I would
listen to stories about the tragic destinies of our
family friends who were taken to Treblinka; of the
business relations with the Chelebron family, of our
neighbours Sarah and Mose (?) who left the lemon
tree before they “left” in our vyard for us to “take
care of it”. At the same time, I remember Haim
Nisam Abravanel, MD, who was taking care of the
health of my closest relatives. Those are the memo-
ries of my childhood, growing up and creating.

At home, I grow a lemon tree even now.
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
